Networking Tips

close to the group. When you feel yourself included, join in the conversation. Remember, be open to others
who want in.

Consider the Buddy System... The buddy system can be a great way to work a room because you can in-
troduce each other around. You may know people your buddy doesn’t know and vice versa. Just be sure to
split up as soon as introductions have been made.

Keep Current with What’s Happening Locally... You can “network” more effectively if you’re in tune
with the local business scene. The best way to do that is to read the Chamber newsletter, the local paper, and
stay active in Chamber events and committees.

Bring Business Cards...Don’t be shy about offering your business card to a new acquaintance — and asking
for his or her card in return. That’s why you’re here.
